•	 A female volunteer

•	 A copy of The Romeo and Juliet Code

•	 A desk, a piece of paper, and a pen/pencil

•	 A teddy bear

Enter room holding bear and sit at desk, pick up pen 
and begin writing ‘letter’ on piece of paper. Reading 
with a British accent is optional.
